M-OCDS News
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Council on Dental Benefits (Dr. Safari):
No report for CODB, November meeting was cancelled, the next
CODB meeting is on Wednesday, January 10, 2024

Council on Governmental & Public Affairs (Dr. LaFalce):

| attended the NJDA COGPA meeting which was held on 12/6/23
via Zoom. The meeting minutes are attached.

Here are the key points / summary:

Regarding the Dentist/Hygienist Compact: there has been more
controversy than anticipated. The AADB (American Assoc of Dental
Boards) opposes the compact and has retained representation
in Trenton to lobby for opposing the bill. This has been tried by
2 other states and failed. Mr. Schulz assured the council that the
supporters of the bill remain committed to the legislation. More
states are expected to act in favor and add the legislation in their
next sessions.

Virtual Credit Card Bill: passed the Senate Commerce Committee
unanimously on 12/4. NJ's Virtual CC bill is the most comprehensive
in the country as it focuses on patient choice and transparency. This
is a big legislative victory for NJ Dentists.

Disallow Bill: Amendments were made to the bill and presented
by the payer community that NJDA feels are acceptable. The bill
preserves patients’ choice regarding materials but payers' rights to
pay for the least expensive alternative are also protected.

*Update, since the meeting, this bill passed in the Senate after
having already cleared the Assembly. NJDA reports this as another
win for NJ Dentists.

Licensure Reform: NJDA has joined a coalition to identify best
practices for the Division of Consumer Affairs / State Boards (not
just dentistry) since there have been inefficiencies and delays in
licensure processing. The delays have had a negative impact on
the public as well as practices. This legislation would require the
Dept of Consumer Affairs to report back to NJ legislature on best
practices. This passed the Senate Commerce Committee on 12/11

2024/2025 Priorities:

Joint Negotiation Legislation: a tool to help fight against chronic fee
reductions by payers. Will give us pull in negotiating with insurance
companies.

Dental / Medical Parity / Payer Transparency: medical loss ratios
must be disclosed, would require dental ID cards to disclose if the
plan is self-funded or fully insured, highlight issues where medical
and dental insurance require more parity.

State Oral Health Plan: NJDA will review the state’s plan and any
proposed changes to scope of practice.

New Business: NJDA will host an “Oral Health Day” in Trenton
where an oral cancer screening would be incorporated. Date TBD.

Great News: Governor signed three things into law yesterday: 1)
the disallow bill is now a law (patients have a choice for material,
payer/insurance can choose to pay for the lesser material), 2)
virtual debit card is now law (fees need to be disclosed; dentists
decide whether they accept virtual debit card but fees associated
must be disclosed), 3) the division of consumer affairs legislation
(best practices) is now law (the state board is having problems in
inefficiency in processing licensing. Best practices should be put
into place for the Board (33 Boards in the Division of Consumer
Affairs) to abide by for processing of licenses because it is
negatively impacting all of us licensees but also the public. Division
of Consumer Affairs cannot be in the office full time yet, a number
of state employees were transferred, retired, furloughed. Where the
Best Practices come from, we don't know for sure. We don't know
yet when it will be effective.

The next meeting is 2/14 via Zoom.

Council on Membership (Dr. Sniscak):

At NJDA, total members and membership renewal is up slightly
over last year. 134 New Members over last year (primarily students
and residents). 2024 Dues Billing, the ADA has begun calling any
non-renews this week.

(Drs. Jeffries-Bruno/Gupta):
We had a committee meeting yesterday and have decided to divide
Children's Dental Health Month into a two-part initiative.

NJ Dental Lifeline Network (formerly Donated Dental Services)
(Dr. Feeney):

The fiscal 7/1/22-6/30/23 year of the NJDLN DDS program has
revealed that 578 volunteer dentists. 347 deserving patients were
treated. This has generated a total value of donated treatment to be
$1,025,036. This brings the grand total of 9,700 patients completing
treatment which creates a grand total of $28,300,000 worth of
care granted since inception. Congratulations to the 100 MOCDS
volunteers!! Of special note, there is an extended waiting list for
Ocean County qualified patients to be seen. If you already volunteer,
please consider treating one more patient whether you're in Ocean
or Monmouth County.

M-OCDS News
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Proposal by Dr. John Feeney

As Past President of M-OCDS serving 1989-1990, I am very
proud of all things M-OCDS including Jersey Shore Medical
Center (JSUMC), Monmouth Medical Center (MMC),
and Community Medical Center (CMC). I still serve these
institutions as an emeritus senior attending.

It is a fiduciary obligation for M-OCDS leadership to be
fiscally responsible to its over 600 members, who may or
may not agree with a decision of dedicating monies, knowing
membership in the ADA, NJDA, and M-OCDS is down
20% which secondarily negatively impacts dues revenue.
Alternatively to realize a potential financial need as an
altruistic gesture of goodwill for future members.

Of special note, of the nine medical centers in Monmouth/
Ocean Counties who have dentists as staff members, there
are two who have dental residencies (GPRs). MMC in Long
Branch having seven residents and JSUMC in Neptune having
five residents. Both programs have many M-OCDS members
as volunteer attending staff members.

Accordingly, in the spirit of supporting membership
services, academic accomplishments of scholarly activity yet
acknowledging the principles of ethics, professional conduct,
humanism and fostering the importance of future membership
within organizational dentistry, may I suggest M-OCDS
create an honorarium (Latin honorarius- a gift were propriety
has no price as a gesture of goodwill) to reward such virtues
amongst the residents of each program, i.e. one resident at
each program is to be selected by the Dental Department
Director and or the Residency Director who best exemplifies
the qualities of these aforementioned principles after a 6-9
month unsolicited evaluation.

This stipend (amount to be determined) is to be granted in the
name of Dr. Robert Isaacson

(M-OCDS President 1982-83) for the MMC resident
selected and Dr. Frederic Paperth for the JSUMC resident
selected. Both Drs. Isaacson & Paperth served the M-OCDS
membership at large and their respective medical centers
programs at the highest level.

What better way to encourage immanent providers in the early
stages of their careers with a fiscal support to honor them
yet remind them of the magnanimous core of organizational
dentistry which is the code of ethics and professionalism as
written by the ADA in 1866, albeit an honorable petition for
future membership.

Further discussion with detail determination, budgeting and
a dedicated $ amount is required. A possible $600 gift per
doctor would cover two biennial licensing periods (four

years) in NJ; therefore $1,200 per year for two awards. This
can be accomplished as a presentation at the April dinner/
lecture series of each year planned with an additional plaque
or certificate as the Dr. Robert Isaacson award for ethical
professional principles for the MMC recipient and the Dr.
Frederic Paperth award for ethical and professional principles
for the JSUMC recipient.

In sum, M-OCDS controls the destination, direction and
accessibility of the amount decided upon with certainty.
M-OCDS can augment a unifying bond with two residency
programs that have 13 post graduate residents and over 100
dental licensees who volunteer, educate, administrate and
render care to many marginalized communities of Monmouth
and Ocean Counties.

This noble gesture will instill a legacy of ethical/professional
postulates for all to realize what M-OCDS encourages, stands
for and welcomes in future providers.

Some qualities to evaluate in a resident’s demeanor when
assessing ethical principles and professional conduct:

1) Exhibits an altruistic perspective to assist the
under-served or less fortunate.

2) Motivates others to serve and provide for the common good.

3) Shows humility and generosity with a dedication of time
and talents.

4) Has had significant participation in varied community
service projects .

5) Has demonstrated themselves to be a leader of conse-
quence regarding public health issues and access to care

6) Involved in political issues that encourage
humanitarian support

7) Ilustrates responsibility, commitment, and is
inspirational to others

8) Exhibits the potential to be a future leader within the
profession and society
